Subject: Explanation of the expansion to ten indicator fish species for objective 1 of Goal 2 for the Hawaii Coral Reef Strategy


Under GOAL 2 of the Hawaii Coral Reef Strategy, the first objective is; ” Increase the abundance and average size of the top ten coral reef resource species by 2015”. This objective originally was to Increase the abundance and average size of the top three coral reef resource species by 2015 and top five by 2020. In June of 2010, the Steering Committee of the Fisheries Local Action Strategy Hawaii, which is comprised of marine scientists and managers from federal, state and non government organizations, decided to expand the list of indicator species to ten. Their rational was that because of the large number of species being targeted in Hawaii, monitoring the abundance and average size of a higher number of indicator species, which cover a broader range ecological functions could provide a better overall picture of ecosystem health. The committee voted individually via email on the species that thought were most important, considering their ecological, economic and cultural importance. The species selected are listed below in descending order.
