Each “Pathway” follows a generalized topic that is in line with the five (5) main 
pillars of the World Conservation Congress in Hawaii: 1) Climate Change, 2) 
Wildlife Conservation, 3) Aquatic Conservation, 4) People and Conservation, and 
5) Terrestrial Conservation. 

 
HOW TO USE THIS GUIDE: 

 Pick a “Pathway” topic (i.e., climate change or aquatic conservation); 

 Use pathway guide to the forum events that relate to the topic chosen – 

follow schedule provided; 

 Pathways are arranged in order, by time, with the forum event title, 

location, and time listed – a link to each forum event webpage is also 
included;

 Some events, such as Conservation Campus events, may overlap with 

the daily schedule – these are marked typically in RED. Attendees should 
be aware if you chose to attend an 8-hr Conservation Campus; there will
